BHUSAVAL DIVISION – OVER-VIEW

(   
BHUSAVAL division has a route kilometer of 740 Kms. on B.G. & 244 Kms. on N.G. and is at the heart of Railway operations of Central Railway due to its location.   The division is also connected with Western Railway at Jalgaon  & Khandwa, with South Central Railway at Akola, Khandwa and Ankai & Ankai Killa stations taken over by BSL Division on 2nd August 2003 and with W.C.Rly. at Khandwa. BHUSAVAL Division deals mostly with through traffic and has to function as a buffer Division as it is required to regulate the traffic as per the needs of adjoining Divisions in the event of any operating problems.   BHUSAVAL Division has to undertake the job of speedy movement of Box, Jumbo and Oil tank rakes for timely feeding to Power plants, Goods sheds and Oil depots.

The division falls in the jurisdiction of two states namely, Maharashtra and Madhya Pradesh. Following Civil districts are served by the division: Nasik, Malegaon (Manmad), Dhule, Buldhana (Malkapur), Akola, Amravati and Yeotmal (MS), Khandwa and Burhanpur (M.P), The Divisional Commissioners are located at Nasik and Amravati.

Three Major powerhouses at Nasik (5 units with total Capacity 910 MW having Coal Consumption of 13,000 MT/day), BHUSAVAL (3 units with total Capacity 482.5 MW having Coal Consumption of 7,200 MT/day) and Paras (One unit with total Capacity 62.5 MW having Coal Consumption of 950 MT/day) are situated within the Division. Consistent flow of coal rakes has to be maintained for the powerhouses. Coal traffic for some powerhouses in Gujarat also passes through BHUSAVAL Division.

The Division deals with outward traffic of POL, Onions, Sugar, Food grains, De-Oiled Cakes, Grains, Pulses & PVC pipes. The revenue earning traffic of Raw Plantain, Coaching rated Grape traffic and Military / Ordnance traffic from Devlali, Nasik and Bhusaval also handled.  The important goods sheds on the Division are Nasik, Manmad, Nandgaon, Dhule, Jalgaon, Akola, Khamgaon, Badnera, Amravati and Khandwa.

The Division is divided into three main sections viz. BHUSAVAL - Igatpuri, BHUSAVAL - Khandwa and BHUSAVAL - Badnera sections.  All the trains are worked with AC/Diesel traction.

(
BHUSAVAL Division has undulating gradient in all the three sections. Loaded stock of 40 BCN/BCX with WAG-5 and 58 BOXN with WAG-7 locomotive requires banking in:

BSL - KNW section between NPNR to DGN (19.33 Kms) due to rising   gradient of 1 in 110.

KNW - BSL section between KNW to DGN (23.21 Kms) due to rising gradient of 1 in 150.

BSL – BD section between VNA to BDWD (18.27 Kms) due to rising gradient of 1 in 132.

BSL – IGP section between NGN – SUM (36 Kms) due to rising gradient of 1 in 150 provided train shall run through at KJ, VGL, CSN, HPR, NI and PKE stations.  Otherwise, banking is required to be done right from KJ to SUM (97 Kms).

IGP – BSL section between IGP to AV (24.96 Kms) due to rising gradient of 1 in 110.

Loaded stock of 40 BCN/BCX with single WDM-2 and 58 BOXN with Multiple WDM-2 locomotive requires banking in MMR – ANK section between MMR to ANK (13.11 Kms) due to rising gradient of 1 in 100.

6.
OTHER IMPORTANT FACILITIES IN BHUSAVAL DIVISION:

A Zonal Training Center is located at BHUSAVAL.  This is the Centralized Training facility for the entire Railway Training for Assistants, Shunters, Drivers, Station Masters, Commercial Staff, Electrical Fitters, Refrigeration Mechanics & Engineering staff is imparted in this center.  Approximately 1000 trainees undergo training in different disciplines at any time in this school.  A well-equipped model room is available for training of Station Masters on all types of instruments and on all system of working available on the Central Railway.  This is the first ever ZRTI on Indian Railways, certified for International Quality Standards IS/ISO-9002: 1994 in Railway Training.

The Indian Railway Institute of Electrical Engineering (IRIEEN) is also located at Nasik.  This Institute has come up in recent years and besides undertaking responsibility for training of probationers of Indian Railway Service of Electrical Engineers, the Institute also conducts specialized courses in different aspects of Electrical Engineering pertaining to the Railways.


An Electric Loco POH (Periodical Overhaul) Workshop, which has been accredited with ISO-9001/2000 certificate on 13.12.2001 for POH, Special Repair & Re-cabling of Electric Locos, is situated at BHUSAVAL.  At present the capacity of the workshop is 12 overhauls per month.  Electrical Locomotives from all railways undergo POH at BHUSAVAL.  The staff strength of the workshop is 1709.  The workshop is administered directly by Chief Electrical Engineer, C. Rly. CST, Mumbai.


A Centralized Traction Motor Repair workshop catering to the needs of all Indian Railways is located at Nasik.  This workshop undertakes repairs to traction motors for the Electric Locos.


A Centralized Engineering Workshop is situated at Manmad under the direct control of Chief Engineer, Central Railway, Mumbai.  This workshop undertakes fabrication of steel structural items including Bridge Girders (longest span build so far is 400 ft or 122m – KRCL) approximately 1160 employees work in the Engineering Workshop.


Flash Butt Welding Plant at Chalisgaon under Chief Engineer, Central Railway, Mumbai CST. 10 rails panels of 60 Kg rails is welded in this Plant and dispatched to various track relaying site on End Unloading Rakes (EUR).
